FIRST TIME HOMEBUYER WORKSHOPS

DOWN PAYMENT/CLOSING COST ASSISTANCE

Up to 5% of the required down-payment value in down-payment and closing costs assistance is available through programs administered by Neighborhood Housing Services working with The Brockton Housing Authority and the City of Brockton.  Funds are offered as a 0% deferred loan, repayable only in the first 5 years of homeownership and forgivable after 5 years.  Programs are restricted to first time homebuyers, purchasing owner-occupied single and multi-family residences and first time homebuyer education is required.  Income restrictions, purchase price limits, lead paint and quality housing standards apply.
